Last year this was won by Tyrrells Potato Chips Ltd. The judges 

remarked on the way the company approached the green issue in such an ambitious 

way.  They introduced reed beds for waste water and extensive recycling and energy 

reduction measures. They have also provided nesting for wildlife on their land. 

Tyrrells has its own production of organic potatoes and rapeseed oil, and has 

therefore reduced its transport needs.
